Introduction

The online book project was one of two components of the Sharing the Bounty project, funded by the ACM-
EMKE. This online learning/teaching material is designed for undergraduate and graduate students (and anyone
in the general public wanting to retain and improve proficiency in the language) who have already acquired some
knowledge and grammar of the language. The new learning/teaching online material is content-based and in line
with the Communicative Teaching Approach, and effort was made to employ as many authentic materials as
possible. The online book is designed for Hindi students at the Intermediate Mid/High or Advanced Low levels
according to the ACTFL Proficiency Guidelines. These materials were designed to improve all-around language
skills, and also to incorporate various disciplines of the target country. Four developers (Lakhan Gusain, Rajiv
Ranjan, Sunil Bhatt and Sungok Hong) worked on this project and produced 12 units that cover various aspects of
India, such as the Indian diaspora, women’s empowerment, politics, pop culture, health, education, travel, and so
on. Students will obtain linguistic and cultural proficiency by obtaining multilateral knowledge about the country
through the online book.

Each unit follows the same format, starting with a short description of the content and the goal of the unit. Every
unit contains several texts elicited from various sources, such as news channels, magazines, newspapers, literature
and the internet. The source of each text is given before the text unless it is created by the author. Each text,
whether it is reading-focused or listening intensive, is followed by a glossary, key phrases and comprehension or
vocabulary-related questions. We have included activities in a variety of configurations to facilitate interactions
among students.

Each unit also includes a grammar portion at the end of each unit, along with exercises to check students’
understanding of each grammar point. An answer key is also provided, either embedded with the questions, or
accessible through the links provided directly after the questions when embedding is not an option. We tried not
to elaborate too much on grammatical explanations beyond what was needed. Individual instructors might want
to provide more exercises and detailed information on some of the grammatical points depending on students’
proficiency and prior knowledge. We sincerely hope that students and instructors will benefit from this online
learning/teaching tools.

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Culture Note Unit 1

Delhi: Present and past

Delhi, the capital of India, has a very long history, since ancient times all the way up to modern days. Mentions
of Delhi are present even in the holy scriptures of Hinduism. Different rulers, indigenous people and foreigners
played significant roles in shaping the cultural landscape of Delhi during different times in history.

Delhi is believed to be Indraprastha, the capital city of the Pandavas during the Mahabharata times. According
to historians, from the 3rd century BC until the 12th century Delhi was ruled by different Hindu dynasties. From
the 13th century until the arrival of the Britishers, Delhi saw the Muslim rule of different sultanates followed by
more than 300 years of the Mughal dynasty. From early in the 19th century, Britishers, under the flag of the East
India Company, captured Delhi. After the failed Sepoy Mutiny of 1857 against the East India Company, Delhi,
along with other territories of the company, came under the direct rule of Queen Victoria, commonly known as the
British Raj. Since independence in 1947, Delhi has developed into a modern capital city while at the same time
keeping its historical and cultural heritage intact.

Old Delhi is a reflection of the Muslim heritage of India. Lal Qila, Jama Masjid Mosque, Humayun’s Tomb
and others are typical buildings of the fine Mughal style architecture. The British Raj added to the architectural
landscape of Delhi with typical English style constructions for market places, like Connaught Place, and
administrative buildings, such as the Central Secretariat Building, Parliament House, Rashtrapati Bhavan, etc.

The majority of the Delhi population are Hindi speakers, but the city is multilingual. The Muslim heritage is
linguistically represented by Urdu. After the partition of India in 1947, Delhi was flooded by refugees from
western Punjab (now in Pakistan). These refugees added another color to the linguistic landscape of the city by
making Punjabi another language of Delhi. The administrative language of the British Raj was English, which
stayed on as the language of bureaucracy later in independent India. This multilingual culture of Delhi is often
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visible on signboards of names of places and streets; Hindi (Devanagari), English (Roman), Urdu (Perso-Arabic)
and in Punjabi (Gurumukhi). Below is one such example:

The subjunctive mood in Hindi is a verb form that is employed to express wish, possibility, suggestion, condition,
desire, ask for permission, and give an indirect command. An indirect command is used when an order or
command is given to a third person instead of a second person. When the subjunctive mood is used in the various
senses, it is used to refer to a happening or an action in the future. English does not have a subjunctive mood,
but modal verbs, such as ‘may,” ‘might,” or ‘should’ are used for the same purpose. The subjunctive verb form is
made by chopping off the final endings, 7T /% ATt | of the future tense forms.

India is a multiethnic, multi-religious society. Hindus make up more than 80% of the population of India. The
Hindu population itself is not a monolithic group, there are various ethnicities and language groups among Hindus.
This colorful diversity is reflected in the festivals celebrated by different ethnic Hindu groups. Apart from Holi
and Diwali, most of the Hindu festivals are more regional and ethnically-based than Pan-Hindu ones.

Rakshabandhan is mainly celebrated in north India. It is a festival of love between brothers and sisters. Sisters tie
a sacred thread called “Rakhi” on the wrists of brothers and brothers vow to protect the sisters from any harm.

Durga Puja is one of the biggest Hindu festivals in Bengal and neighboring regions. The festival is marked with
the worship of the Goddess Durga. According to the Puranic tale, Goddess Durga defeated the evil buffalo demon
Mabhishasura. The tale symbolizes the victory of good over evil.

In north India, the same festival is called Makar Sakranti which is marked with ritual bath in rivers and lakes,
worshipping, kite flying, and eating “khichdi”, a rice and lentil dish. In Punjab, the harvest festival is called Lohri.

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Culture Note Unit 4: The Indian Diaspora and Hindi

India is a multiethnic and multilingual society, therefore so is the Indian diaspora in the USA. Under the umbrella
of the Indian diaspora, there are in fact more first language speakers of the tongues other than Hindi. For instance,
Gujarati and Punjabi speakers overwhelmingly outnumber the native speakers of Hindi in the USA, although these
people are equally fluent in Hindi as well. The diasporic community also includes a substantial number of Indians
who speak less cognate languages to Hindi such as Bengali, Assamese and Oriya, and speakers of Dravidian
languages, which are completely mutually unintelligible with Hindi.

Living in a community, cultural ties are maintained with the motherland India with the help of Indian cultural
elements such as Indian festivals, television channels from India, Bollywood cinema, etc. Regardless of different
ethnic and linguistic backgrounds, there are some common cultural elements, which most immigrants in the
diasporic community identify with. Indian festivals, Indian food, Indian attire, etc. are a few to name. Along
with these cultural ties, the world of Bollywood plays an important role in creating a Pan-Indian identity in the
diaspora. Bollywood is the main source of entertainment for most Indians. Since Bollywood films are mainly in
Hindi, it makes Hindi an inseparable part of Indian identity in the diaspora, even for those people whose mother
tongues are other than Hindi, and even sometimes when these tongues do not share a common ancestry with Hindi
such as with the Dravidian languages.

The result of the ever-growing Indian diasporic community in US society is visible in academia. More and more
universities in North America have started showing interest in South Asia. Many universities are now offering
courses on India or South Asia in a broader sense. Language courses tend to be the first courses available in area
studies programs. Hindi, being the biggest language in South Asia, becomes the first entry in the offerings of
modern South Asian languages. Many universities opt to offer a combined course on Hindi-Urdu together.

The sign of the thriving Indian diaspora in the USA is visible in all walks of American life, especially in business,
services, academia, politics, etc. Indians will keep on playing an important role in building modern America
and Hindi will keep on playing identity maker for the Indian Diaspora regardless of an individual’s ethnic and
linguistic background.

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5.9 Culture Notes

Premchand was born in 1880 in Lamhi village, near Benaras. His family belonged to the Kayasth Caste. His
mother passed away when he was only seven years old, and his father died right after he got married at the age of
fifteen. The burden of supporting his family fell on his shoulders. He started to work as an assistant master in a
local school on Rs.18 per month in 1899, and then he moved to Allahabad where he was admitted into the Training
College in 1902. In 1904, he was appointed headmaster of the model school after he passed the C.T (Certificate
of Teaching) examination. Premchand is called the Emperor of Hindi novels and short stories. Premchand started
writing in Hindi with the linguistic culture of Urdu and Persian languages. He presented a new form of language,
which is a mixed language of Hindi, and contrary to the Sanskritized Hindi. Later, it was accepted as a standard
form of Hindi. Premchand selected his own new path in language usage, and he brought about revolutionary
changes in subject, character creation, motives and topics, and started a new period, the “Premchand Period”. No
other Hindi writer has been successful in establishing an alternative period or a new period.

It can be used in any tense and aspect
except the progressive aspect. §h-T is attached to the verb stem and hence all the agreement markers are attached
to T&HT, and not with the verb stem. & is also a non-- verb.

Dative Subject Construction in Hindi (DSC) is often called the Experiencer Subject Construction or, sometimes
casually, the subject + @I construction, as the subject is marked with the dative case (@T). The logical subject is
in the role of an experiencer in the real world. This construction is used when the subject’s sensation, feelings,
emotional experiences, perception, state of affairs, needs, and obligation/compulsion are expressed. The verb in
the experiencer subject construction/DSC does not agree with the experiencer (the logical subject), but the noun
which is not marked with any (morphological) case and which refers to the source of the experiencer. Pay attention
to the specific verbs that are used with particular nouns.

The Hindi causative can be formed by attaching one of the causative suffixes 31T aa and 9T waa to the verb stem as
in HIT ‘to die’ — HIRAT ‘to kill” — HIGMT ‘to have someone kill X’. These two different suffixes result in two kinds
of morphological causative verb, single and double causatives. A single causative verb is formed by attaching the
causative morpheme —aa to the verb root of a non-causative, sometimes in a slightly modified form. A double
causative verb is formed by attaching the causative morpheme — waa to the verb root. In some cases, the double
and the single causal verbs can be used interchangeably as in &I/&IAMT, eI/, The Hindi conjunct
verbs can also be made causative constructions. In that case, only the verb part becomes causativized, leaving the
adjective and noun component unchanged. (e.g. % AT — % HIAAT/HRII)

However, when we want to
express the logical subject/agent’s inability to do something, the logical subject has to be mentioned. In this case,
the logical subject/agent is expressed with the postposition .
